WG 24 - Traction Power System Testing

Since Chair Mike Dinolfo was absent, Vice Chair Mark Pfeiffer led the discussions on Tuesday, October 7. We started by deciding how to implement the Rail to Ground Voltage outline submitted by Andrew Jones. It was decided to have only two elements of the outline added into the body of the standard as opposed to an appendix.  These two topics are a) significant metrics affecting the voltage magnitude and b) the calculation of rail to ground voltages. The group agreed that the remaining topics were more suitable for the substation grounding PAR that is in development. We also discussed many comments from Chuck Ross and others. Additional comments are welcome and members are requested to send their comments to either Mike or Mark so they can be reviewed at the next meeting.

Ron Clark, Elcon Associaites, presented results from Tri Met Regeneration program.

PAR - Controlled Traction Power Rectifiers (Thyristors).
Raymond Strittmatter/Louie Luo

Raymond Strittmatter briefly reviewed the PAR application (Draft PAR Confirmation Number 216771486.20204) and discussed scope, purpose, etc with the group; Need to determine exactly which devices will be included in this standard as “controlled rectifiers” for traction power applications and to determine differences with the “uncontrolled rectifier” standard.  Then handed the floor to Vitaly Gelman who gave a presentation on Thyristor Controller Rectifiers and how they can be used to send a train’s regenerative energy back into the medium-voltage ac power network. Discussions occurred to how much energy and money can be saved by using this regenerative energy. The presentation included how much energy can be saved by using TCR instead of diode rectifier.  The group members are encouraged to send the chair and vice chair any recommendations, suggestions, or ideas concerning the Controlled Traction Power Rectifier standard.

Status: DC switchgear standard is under Power Engineering Society. David Groves did a gap analysis of why a new standard is needed. PES has agreed that a new standard is required. The number will be C37.20.8 and remain under PES ownership but will be written by TPSSC. A PAR will be developed at the Tampa meeting.
