Summary of Discussions

C37.20.1/20.8 Task Force Meeting – October 15, 2008 – Calgary, Alberta Canada

Subject of Discussions:
An informal meeting was held to discuss the results of the online straw poll to create C37.20.8 for traction DC switchgear and how to proceed.

Current Status:
The Task Force agreed to make the following recommendations:

1. The standard is to be separated as follows:

a. C37.20.1 for LV AC Switchgear and General Purpose DC Switchgear

b. C37.20.8 for Traction DC Switchgear

2. The existing C37.20.1 standard will remain in force until C37.20.8 has been completed, at which time C37.20.1 will be modified to remove the traction power switchgear requirements.

The above recommendations were presented to the Switchgear Committee and approved.

Action Items:
1. Ted Burse will be the chairman of C37.20.1 and be a co-chair of C37.20.8.  He will attend either in person or via conference call/video conference VTS working group meetings for C37.20.8 if at all possible.

2. David Groves will be chairman of C37.20.8 and Mark Griffiths will remain as co-chair.  Both will require membership in the Switchgear Assemblies Subcommittee to fulfill these roles.

3. David Groves and Ted Burse will put together an amended PAR which will be circulated to the VTS working group members for comments before submission to IEEE.
